e Maryland 4-H also offers an Online Webinar Orientation Training monthly via Zoom.

Only 4-H staff/faculty
can register volunteers for the online orientation.

o These webinars allow you to participate from the comfort of your home. If you need any
assistance attending these webinars, please contact your local 4-H office.

o Participants will need access to a computer with internet connection as well as a
telephone.

e These sessions will not be recorded.
